With this Tourist Fuel Pass system, foreign tourists coming 
to this country will be able to get fuel according to their 
needs, separate from the existing fuel quota system in the 
country. 

They have the convenience of visiting any Sampath Bank 
branch islandwide and purchasing tourists fuel passes in 
any foreign currency, as well as the convenience of getting 
fuel easily from over 300 Ceypetco and LIOC fuel stations 
islandwide.
